Those who support adults who are deaf-blind in community-based programs (residential, work and day habilitation programs)  including: group home program directors, direct care staff, clinical staff, deaf-blind specialists, program specialists, job coaches, supervisors, QMRP staff,  ABS staff, parents and adult family members.
WHERE:

The Leona and Harry B. Helmsley Conference Center on the campus of the Helen Keller National Center, a beautiful 25 acre facility, located in Sands Point, Long Island, NY.

COST:

The seminar fees include: on-line training; a 2-3/4-day on-site seminar at HKNC in NY, including lodging and meals (breakfast, lunch and dinner); and a training manual. 

COURSE DESCRIPTION:
“CHANGE IS GOOD . . . YOU GO FIRST!” provides participants with an in depth study of the Personal Futures Planning (PFP) process. Topics covered include: syndromes causing deaf-blindness; associated characteristic behaviors; modifications of Orientation & Mobility techniques; alternative communication strategies; and independent living skills for simple, safe, cooking and cleaning. Seminar participants will be immersed in the PFP process and will acquire the tools and skills to create a comprehensive PFP for one of their consumers. 
Participants will have the opportunity to observe residents of Destiny at their work sites and will spend time at the Destiny Home. Destiny is the only group home in New York State designed exclusively for individuals who are deaf-blind. It is operated by the Helen Keller National Center with funding from the New York State Office of Persons with Developmental Disabilities. Participants will also interact with the residents during recreation activities.
